No aloof deity this, but one who says matter-of-factly that he has taken death into his own experience, has overcome, has the keys of death and Hades. . . . Christians are not promised that if they are faithful they will be acquitted in the Roman courts and spared from the injustice of death; in and through death they are met by the One who has conquered death and abides as the living one.”  M.
